1. Remove the front bumper.

2. Disconnect the 2-P connector from the horn.

3. Test the horn by connecting battery voltage to the A
and B terminals. The horn should sound.

4. If the horn fails to sound, replace it.

1. Remove the steering wheel, then turn it over.

2. Check for continuity between the hub core and the
contact ring, or the hub core and the BLU/RED lead
for cars equipped with cruise control, according to the
table.

If OK, reinstall the steering wheel, then test the combi-
nation switch.
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
