o Whenever the ignition switch is ON (ll}, or has been
turned OFF for less than three minutes, be careful
not to bump the SRS unit; the airbags could acciden-
tally deploy and cause damage or injuries.

e Before you disconnect any part of an SRS wire har-
ness, connect the short connectors (RED) to the
airbags.
