— Testing

Attach one test probe of an ohmmeter to the switch,
and the other to the body.

® With the brake lever up, there should be continuity.

® With the brake lever down, there should be no conti-
nuity.

If continuity readings are incorrect, replace switch.

Brake Light Switch

— Testing

Check for continuity between both terminals with an
ohmmeter.

® With the switch plunger pushed in, there should be no
continqity.

® With the switch plunger released, there should be
continuity.

If no continuity, replace switch.

NOTE: If you replace the brake light switch, or change
its position, readjust pedal height (page 21-3).
