e During. installation or replacement, be careful not to
bump (impact wrench, hammer, etc.) the area around
the SRS unit. The airbags could accidentally deploy
and cause damage or injuries.

e Do not disassemble the SRS unit.

e Store the SRS unit in a cool {less than about 40°C) and
dry (less than 80% humidity, no moisture) place. Do not
spill water or oil on the SRS unit, and keep it from dust.
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
