2. If removed grease contains foreign objects, such as water
and dust, make sure to clean the joint assembly.

<«Bp T.J. BOOT REMOVAL

1. Remove grease from the shaft spline.
2. If T.J. boot is reused, wind tape around the spline of the
shaft to prevent the boot from being damaged during

removal.
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
