* Wiper deicer system can be customized on the
Subaru Select Monitor, when the body integrated
unit customize setting {A/C ECM setting} is “sup-
port”. (Auto A/C model)

* Set the system using the “Rr defogger op.
mode”, and setting will be the same as rear defog-
ger system setting.

and run the “PC application for Subaru Select
Monitor”.

(5) Operate the rear window defogger switch to
check the displayed data (ON/OFF).
